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Stationary hydrogen station is to supply hydrogen to fuel-cell vehicles.The station is
operated by a joint venture established by Toyota Tsusho and Air Liquide Japan Ltd.(a

Japanese subsidiary of Air Liquide S. A. in France, the world's largest Industrial gas

producer). The station was opened at the end of March 2015.
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The station is capable of refueling hydrogen full in one FCV in 3 minutes. It is located in the vicinity of Aeon Mall Atsuta in Atsuta Ward of Nagoya City. Over 2,000 vehicles used
the station last year, making it the second busiest hydrogen station in Japan. In addition to this station,

the company operates another stationary hydrogen station close to the Toyota Interchange of Tomei
Expressway in Toyota City.
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
