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The 8 Biggest Medical Topics in the Edo Period (1603-1867)
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Japanese medicine underwent major changes from the
18th century to the 19th century.
Books on Oriental medicine were revised to include medicinal
herbs growing in Japan,
and were published for the general public.
Practical books on Western medicine were also
translated and distributed.

What changes were happening in Japanese medicine that led
to Westernization in the Meiji period (1868-1912)?
Here, we introduce 8 topics that give us a glimpse into the
state of medicine in those days.
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
