At the age of 50, Tadataka Inoh, famous for Japan's first surveyed map,
became an apprentice to Yoshitoki Takahashi, 19 years his junior, to learn
about astronomical calendars.

At that time, scholars were interested in the size of the Earth. This required
accurate knowledge of the distance on the ground equivalent to one degree of
latitude. In 1800, Tadataka headed to Ezochi for this purpose. After that, I
continued surveying all over Japan for 17 years.

He died at the age of 74, but his disciples carried on his will and completed the
Inoh's map three years later. His disciples kept his death a secret in order to
make it a feat of Tadataka.
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
