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The first glimpse of Japan into the world
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In 1828, Siebold tried to take back to his
home country the Inoh's map he had
obtained from Yoshitoki Takahashi's son,
Kageyasu. However, his plan was discovered
and the map was confiscated.

Instead, Siebold brought back a copy of the
Inoh's map, and introduced it in his book
"NIPPON" after returning home.

In 1853, Perry's "Narrative of the Expedition
an American Squadron to China Sea and
Japan" includes a description of Siebold's
map. Eight years later, the British Navy
came to Japan to survey the country and
were amazed by its precision, revising their
nautical charts of the waters around Japan
based on the Inoh's map.
