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What is the TOYOTA COLLECTION Exhibition ?

The TOYOTA COLLECTION Exhibition introduces the manufacturing culture of
the Edo period(1603-1867), which was the driving force behind Japan's modernization.

After the Meiji Restoration in the latter half of the 19th century, Japan broke its
national isolation and rapidly modernized by actively adopting Western culture.
The engineers of the time did not introduce Western technology as it was,
but sublimated it into highly original manufacturing techniques to suit the Japanese
climate and materials.

The TOYOTA COLLECTION consists of more than 500 scientific and technological
items related to engineering, medicine, paintings, crafts, etc. from the 18th century to
the 19th century, which were acquired by Toyota Motor Corporation in 1999 and
have been on public display at this museum since 2005. The collection provides an
insight into the essence of Japanese manufacturing with its precision and artistry.

In addition to the permanent exhibition that introduces the changes in the industrial
technologies of textile machinery and automobiles that have supported
the development of Japan, we hope that the TOYOTA COLLECTION Exhibition,
which exhibits the source of Japanese industrial technology, will help visitors to feel
the importance of the spirit of being studious and creative, as well as the importance
of making things.
