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Dashi(Float) “karakuri’ is a device to pass on tradition
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Owari domain covered the western half of Aichi Prefecture, and it was the
center of finance and a crucial hub for travel. With its local culture that enjoyed
festivity, diverse ideas for the Dashi (Float) “Karakuri” multiplied and
developed in the Owari domain.

Its ideas later spread to Mikawa and Mino, which is now the Chubu area. Float
“Karakuri’s that were passed down for generations in various regions became
more and more sophisticated, and their designs and ideas spread over time.
Children grew up seeing “karakuri’, and this piqued their curiosity about
technology. The effect of this interest eventually manifested itself in the
development of clock industries in the Meiji Period (1868-1912) and today’s

automobile industry.
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
